About Chicha

Origin and context:

Chicha was born in Mexico and is deeply inspired by the indigenous women of
Latin America. From its conception, it was conceived as a show that can adapt
to different contexts, spaces and cultures, which has defined its tone, rhythm
and language: close, alive, organic, universal.

Creative process:

During the research, the art of the loom appeared as a powerful symbol
Through the threads we discovered the time and memory of native peoples.
Thus, Chicha was woven as a tribute to those stories that are not in books, but
that pulse in the fields, rivers, kitchens, songs, dances and crafts.

How was Chicha born?

In the middle of a storm in Mexico, while improvising
alone on stage for the first time, Chicha appeared.

It was as (f the energy of the storm -the sky touching
the earth- opened a channel. From there emergea
this woman, this character, this ancestral energy.

That was how Chicha was born: as a revelation
pierced by the force of nature.

Who is Chicha?

Chicha is not just one person. She is a mother,

a grandmother, a daughter, a spirit or simply
